Hd~t»ogresglve -redeveteprgent-of Groat Road*
drawing No. 1), The scheme has been designed to allow for
the major portion of demolition and immediate changes in land
use to be reslrieted to the Kingston and St Andrew Corpora-
tion buildings and lands. It is intended to demolish the exist-
ing market and other Corporation buildings and completely
redevelop the site to provide a modern market, shopping centre
and large car park on part of the old site and new* lands to be
acquired. It is not intended that the majority of the privately
owned buildings around' Cross Roads should be. altered until
they are to be redeveloped. This redevelopment and new sub-
division of land will be done privately in accordance witH the
scheme. '

The main new building developments will be centred
around a uew roundabout to filter, traffic from five main
entrances — Slipe Road, a new road from Brentford Road,
